Why has the school been able to retain its identity over
the years despite so much change in the world around it?

The values were important 50 years ago, as
it will be 50 years from now. Perhaps instilling these Core Values in a
changing world is the biggest gift that a school such as St. Michael’s could
endow on its staff, students and the community, and is the lasting legacy of
the founders, Ms Lea and Bishop Yashiro.
